(MYREN)

– Started March 2005, connecting 14 universities at high 
speeds

– Primary platform for collaborative research for Malaysia
– Research working groups established to encourage 

human networking between researchers and scientists
– Sharing of skill sets and research resources 
– Current international connection is via TEIN2

Impact of TEIN2
– Catalyzed formation of MYREN
– Introduced research networking and collaborative 

research to Government stakeholders
– Shift mindset of individual researchers/scientists working 

in ‘silos’
– Look beyond national boundaries in research 

collaboration
– Gain expertise in network management

– TEIN2 has “spawned” new NRENs in SE Asia and given 
boost to existing ones

– Growing community of Asian researchers who collaborate 
across region and internationally

– TEIN2 has encouraged existing regional research
